den of Eden"—and is

“We were able to collaborate with
the architects in a way that was inspir-
ing to them and inspiring to us and the
ultimate result is a building that is
part of us,” Lueders says.

Sticks chose Neumann Brothers to
build the $2 million building upon the
recommendation of HLKB. “They were
really great to work with,” says Olson-
Douglas. “It was a negotiated project
and they were very cooperative work-
ing with the client budget, suggesting

alternatives and finding
ways to make it economi-
cally possible.”

“It's a unique building.
We love to talk about it
because it shows what you
can do with Butler® build-
ing components,” says Jeff
Smith of Neumann Broth-
ers.

Neumann Brothers com-
pleted the building in June
1999, and Sticks moved in
the following September.
“Neumann Brothers did a
very good job. They fol-
lowed through very well

with everything,” Lueders says.

The building is so unusual that peo-
ple from near and far want to tour it.
Sticks has been deluged with requests
to use the creative space for parties,
meetings and fund-raisers—so many
that they had to hire someone to han-
dle requests.

The building also contributed to the
company’s growth. When they moved
in, Sticks employed about 65; in just a
little over a year, they’ve grown to 143.
The pre-engineered structure can
accommodate even more. “One of the
beauties of the design is that we can
kick out the south wall and add on,”
Lueders adds.

“It gives us a wonderfully inspiring
environment to work in every day.
The functionality of the work flow for
the creative process feeds this collab-
orative thing we do.”
